I know many of you will have thought 'I must do that' and then forgotten all about it. The website is a wonderful family resource - it would be a shame to see it closed down.

Family members overseas are probably aware that it is possible now to make payments with PayPal to South African recipients, but only to those with First National Bank accounts, which I don’t have. But….there’s always a way. Daughter Kate has a PayPal account in UK and she can receive donations for the website. So if anyone wants to use  a very simple cheap and safe way of sending funds without enriching the bankers, please use her e-mail address kate.a.herbert@gmail.com - come on you expats even with current rates of exchange your hard currency goes a long way in South Africa!

If you do not have a PayPal account or are reluctant to set one up, you can donate by Visa Card or Mastercard. Go to your local PayPal link. You will see in the bottom left the option to use a card instead of PayPal. This does not create a PayPal account in your name - it is simply a way of transferring the funds to Kate’s PayPal account. If you take this option, there are two aspects that sometimes cause problems:  
· After you enter your donation amount, click Update Total. Missing this step will cause frustration!
· Ensure that you select your country of residence in the drop down menu on the following page - the default menu will be the country your e-mail service provider resides, but it is possible to donate from any country.
