With an interest in history she was researching families in the Nakuru

area. The Neylan’s have been in this area for many years and in fact may still be

farming there. Salvator Flemmer is mentioned in the Story of the South African

Flemmers as having been given a farm of 100 000 acres near Nakuru for his

services in bringing 100 settlers from South Africa to settle in the area. Since

writing the book in 2006 vast amounts of new information have been loaded on

to the web, including a book by B M du Toit ‘The Boere in East Africa’ – from

this we see a less altruistic picture of Salvator. He and his partner had put a

proposal to the Colonial Government. In return for 500 000 acres they would

bring 100 settler families to then British East Africa! So it looks as though he

had to ‘settle’ for only 100 000 acres. Little mention is made of what the

indigenous people had to say. And so we find out more and more.

We realise how small the world has become when Grace tells us that her family

are Anglican and know St Christopher’s Church well – the graveyard where

Salvator was buried in 1933.

And one last story before I end – also from Dan Flemmer – what would I do for

news without him? Keith and Peter Flemmer were in Cradock for the Fish River

race and ended up at the Cradock Golf Club. I will leave out the inevitable

sordid details but in the Reading Room of the Club is a large clock – donated in

1903 by ‘Augustine’ Flemmer.
